Role Descriptions:

The President provides leadership and is the accountable officer of the Association. Their role is to act as a
representative of the Association, encouraging communication between the Association and all other
school community stakeholders. The President will chair meetings and conduct them in an efficient and
timely fashion, in accordance with the constitution as well as other documents governing operations.

The Vice President provides essential support for the President and possibly other members of the
Executive. They will chair those meetings from which the President is absent and carry out any duties
delegated by the President. They should also be familiar with the constitution and other documents
governing Association operations.

The Secretary prepares and presents the minutes of the previous meeting. They record and deal with
correspondence in and out as directed.

The Treasurer has overall responsibility for the financial management of the Association. Before each

meeting the School Business Manager will provide the Treasurer with financial statements. The Treasurer
then presents financial reports at each meeting indicating receipts and payments and the current

balances of Association accounts.
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
